The 
applications will be assessed based on the applicant’s motivation statement, 
professional biography and the applicant’s own contribution to the 
programme (sharing ideas, best practice etc.). 
 
All applicants will be informed by e-mail by Friday 1st March 2019 whether 
their application was approved or not. 

Costs Participation in the scheduled programme is free of charge.  The programme 
includes lunch in the host institutions, a walking tour and one evening 
networking event.   
 
Other costs such as accommodation; travel to and around Dublin; and other 
meals are to be covered by the participants.
