We ask all participants to take our online placement test before traveling to
Ireland. This allows our academic team to place you in the correct level and
take you to class after a welcome induction on your first day. A member of
the academic team monitors all tests and is available if you need help or
have any questions.

These learning
outcomes are what the students can do with the language. Participants can see the learning outcomes for each week on the
scheme of work in their classrooms and can discuss these with their teachers.

Participants can use the school common room & lounge area in the afternoons to relax, mingle with friends, or use it for study &
work. Alternatively, they can join our wide range of activities many of which are built into each Erasmus+ programme.
